
Rules and Regulations for Overnight Trips

In order to maintain the standards of excellence and pride that exists in our band we must remember that there are things that we must not do when we as an entire unit travel outside of Danville to represent our school.  These rules are designed so that everyone can enjoy themselves in constructive and positive ways.  Those individuals that do not abide by these rules will be dealt with accordingly, with the consequences being sent directly home and possible suspension or expulsion from the band program.


- For space reasons, luggage is limited to one (1) suitcase and one carry-on bag. (This does not include your garment bag.)  Remember to carry jackets, hats, and long pants.  The weather can be a little cool at this time of the year!  All toiletries and a change of clothes should be with you on the bus just in case you want to freshen up during the ride up and back.


** Students will be instructed to call home to allow parents to know that we have arrived at the Hotel upon reaching our destination.  ALL CALLS ARE TO BE MADE COLLECT!  YOU ARE NOT TO USE THE MOTEL PHONES FOR PERSONAL CALLS FOR ANY REASON!  YOU WILL BE CHARGED ACCORDINGLY IF YOU BREAK THIS RULE!

THERE IS ABSOLUTELY NO USE OF TOBACCO PRODUCTS OR CONSUMPTION OF ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES.  ANY HINT OF MISCONDUCT WILL BE DEALT WITH IMMEDIATELY WITH MR. PURVIS.   PUNISHMENTS WILL INCLUDE ALL PRIVILEGES TAKEN AWAY (free time, any other attractions), AND A VISIT WITH OUR PRINCIPAL AND YOUR PARENTS WHEN WE RETURN.  THERE WILL BE PERIODIC CHECKS OF PERSONAL BELONGINGS AND HOTEL ROOMS ONCE WE ARRIVE TO INSURE THE SAFETY OF EVERYONE, AND TO REINFORCE THE SEARCH OF NEGATIVE ITEMS THAT MIGHT HAVE “SLIPPED THROUGH THE CRACKS!!!”


- We will exhibit controlled behavior and keep noise to a minimum in the motel and throughout the trip. This means no running in the lobby, hallways, or horse play throughout the motel.

- All students must be in their rooms when told, and abide by rules given by chaperones. This includes having respect for our elders.


- There will be no changes in the bus list or rooming assignments once the trip has begun.


- Girls are not allowed in the boys’ rooms and boys are not allowed in the girls’ rooms.  Any visitation must be done in designated areas of the Hotel (the lobby, recreation areas, etc.)


- Double check to make sure that you have all parts of your equipment, sticks, and instruments when we leave.  Never assume that someone else has taken care of your things!


- There will be a luggage search!  The search will also include small personal items such as book bags, carry -ons, instrument cases, etc.  Any person not willing to participate in the search must bring the luggage waiver form signed by your guardian with you to check in.  The person who signs the form must be the person that checks your luggage in.

- Make sure that you have all parts of your uniform.


- The use of cell phones will be restricted to calling home once we arrive and to notify parents of our return.  You will not be allowed to use phones to call friends from one bus to another or from one room to another.  Please use discretion and not abuse the privilege!


- Observe all rules for PUBLIC DISPLAY OF AFFECTION during the entire trip-this includes all aspects of the trip (bus ride, hotel, etc.).  If you are unsure what this means, couples should stay away from each other until the trip has been completed.  Chaperones will be on the lookout for behavior that is disrespectful.  Mr. Purvis reserves the right to separate anyone who may be a potential problem.


- Remember:   DO NOT BRING EXPENSIVE ITEMS SUCH AS JEWELRY, CLOTHING, PERSONAL BELONGINGS, ETC.  THINGS CAN GET STOLEN AND CHAPERONES WILL NOT BE RESPONSIBLE FOR HANDLING THEM FOR YOU.


- At all times, dress should be comfortable and respectful.


- All students must stay in a group when given free time.  There will be no incidences when a student is alone in large public areas.  We must all stick to our schedules and remember that “TO BE ON TIME IS TO ALWAYS BE EARLY!”


- Please try to use common sense when working out problems in order to avoid arguments and ill feelings while we are away from home.  Remember we are a family and this is an away from school trip!


- Let us remember our purpose for this trip.  We are to represent our school and have fun in an organized and controlled manner.  A lot of money, time, and hard work have been put into this trip so that everyone will enjoy themselves. Let’s do our best to make the most out of this experience!

MEDICAL INFORMATION


The Band Bag and the Medical Kit accompanies the band on all excursions.  The Band Bag contains things that are necessary for last minute uniform and equipment repairs.  It also contains basic first aid supplies and feminine hygiene products.


The first aid kit is a complete medical kit: basic first aid for minor injuries, as well as over the counter remedies for just about any imaginable problem (menstrual cramps, coughs, sniffles, insect bites, poison ivy, etc.).  Anything or any time the problem appears more than we can comfortably manage, the student will be taken to medical facilities.  The standard is: What would I do if this were MY child?  


If your child is to be on any over the counter medication on the trip, a medication form will need to be completed and signed prior to the trip.  The medication will be kept in the custody of the band nurse and dispensed per Danville City School’s medication protocol.  


All medications the student brings will be placed in the custody of the band nurse before leaving school grounds.
